Most roads we travel on in Union, Snyder, Montour and
Northumberland counties were roads graded by Harold!

Harold loved to hunt, fish, and enjoyed talking with people and listening to country gospel
music. In later years, he spent much of his time painting sun catchers.

He is survived by his two daughters, Betty Lutz of Harrisburg, PA, and her husband, John,
and Beverly Meerbach, of Canton, GA, and her husband Eric. Harold had three
grandchildren, Stacy Lutz Reed, Jason C. Lutz, and Erica Jean Meerbach as well as two
great-grandchildren, Kaeden Lutz and Nathan Reed. He is also survived by his sister,
Ruth Hafer Kneckle. Also remaining are the many relatives, neighbors and friends who
helped him along the way.
